The Tennessee and Kentuckiana Performance Clusters with the assistance of the
Eastern Area offices have completed an Area Mail Processing (AMP) feasibility study
for the consolidation of originating and destinating mail processing from Hazard P&DF.
The Hazard P&DF is a facility with approximately 31,484 square feet of space. The
property is owned by the United States Postal Service (USPS).

The Somerset, London and Hazard sites originating mail was already AMP’d into the
Lexington PDC.
